Passage Background and Context Information
Moses, the great lawgiver, wrote the Book of Genesis thousands of years before Jesus Christ was born. Moses writes it to tell a nation of freed Israelite slaves the story of their God, Yahweh.  Yahweh promised a man named Abraham in Genesis 12:1-3 a land, a great nation, and that all the peoples on earth will be blessed through Abraham.  In today’s Bible passage, Yahweh appears to Abraham as a Man, which is an Old Testament phenomenon known as a theophany. I agree with Warren Wiersbe that this is a Christophany, an appearance of the pre-incarnate Christ, Jesus! In verse 19, we catch Yahweh talking to Himself. He is deliberating whether to tell Abraham about His plans to destroy Sodom and Gomorrah. Why tell Abraham?! Let’s listen in.
Genesis 18:19 (CSB)
19For I have chosen him so that he will command his children and his house after him to keep the way of the Lord by doing what is right and just. This is how the Lord will fulfill to Abraham what he promised him.”
